Remember the United 
for Peace campaign that 
St. Paul’s participated 
in? The United for 
Peace campaign of 
2008/2009 allowed us 
time to: learn about the 
root causes of violence, 
and about the work of 
partners in Canada and 
around the world, act by 
calling on the Canadian 
government to promote 
peace around the world 
and give to support  
Canadian and global 
partners’ work for peace 
with justice for all  
people. We participated 
in a petition process, 
had a special church 
service, guest speaker 
and baked some  
delicious dove cookies. 
Over 5,000 United 
Church members  
participated in the  
petition which urged  
our government to  
promote and practice 
peacemaking in Canada 
and globally.  
Contributions to the 
United for Peace Fund 
totaled over $300,000. 

Of these funds, 
$143,000 were  
committed to peace-
related projects and  
programs in Israel and 
Palestine and $169,000 
to other parts of the 
world including  
Colombia, Zambia,  
Nicaragua, the  
Philippines, Angola  
and South Korea. 
 
Two Youth for Peace
